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Project Overview

�„ What: A display showing GPS locations of 
Georgia Tech campus buses using LEDs arranged 
along a map placed at campus bus stops.

�„ Why: 96% of surveyed students are dissatisfied 
with current text based bus prediction systems 
which are limited to only a few bus stops.

�„ Who: Assists campus pedestrians in deciding 
whether to wait for the bus or just walk. 

�„ Cost: Estimated prototype development cost of 
$6700.  Per unit cost production will be ~ $600.
